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Parade Guidelines
1. One application per entry must be submitted to participate in the parade.
2. All entries must display a sign, banner or some other insignia promoting the theme of the parade. Entries are prohibited from exclusively promoting an individual business or organization. Presentations with audio and or other visual aids of entertaining/educational value are strongly encouraged. 
3. Parade facilitators will guide the movement of the parade. Failure to comply with the parade facilitators’ request could result in that entry’s removal from the parade.
4. An assigned walking parade participant(s) may hand individually wrapped candy or items to the public along the parade route, as it is the preferred way. Items thrown from vehicles or floats must be done low to the ground and away from the street.
5. OCIA will not be held liable for damages or injury because of your participation in the parade.
6. Displaying, dispensing or consumption of any alcoholic beverage is prohibited.
7. All entries and participants shall maintain behavior and safety and perform in good taste from formation and through the duration of the parade.
8. All floats must stop in front of the judges’ stand for 60 seconds for judging.
9. An award for “Best Float”, 1st, 2nd & 3rd place will be given at the “Fun Day in the Park”
